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How Shall We Sing The Lord’s Song?
Honest To God (Psalm 137)
How do you keep singing the Lord’s song and how do you keep worshipping when the very situation you are in affronts that worship?  Where do your eyes land and where does your heart get drawn to when the situation you are in confronts godliness, righteousness and the Lord Himself?

1. Why do you sing the Lord’s song under normal circumstances?  What is your motivation for lifting your voice?  To whom is it for?  What is it about circumstances that make it more difficult to sing songs of joy.
2. How can an embracing of suffering, much like the martyrs of old, help you to continue to sing the Lord’s song and continue to worship, even with joy?

3. What are the future truths and future graces that you want to grab hold of your heart and give lift to your worship even when hardships come?  If things in our country were to continue downward spiritually, what are the truths that you so want to permeate your being that they will help keep your eyes on Christ and your voice singing with joy?

4. What is it about future judgment and ultimate justice that can give you peace and calm in the midst of great storm?  Do you wrestle with feeling guilty about being joyful over future judgment and if so, how might God rescue you from that?  Who is judgment really about and who is it for ultimately?

5. Do you share in your passion and longing for the city of Zion?  When you hear of the ill-treatment of God’s people or places that have been reserved for His glory, does it grieve you when that is obstructed?  What do you think contributes to that longing for the things of God?  

6. Why do you believe it is important to preach the Gospel to yourself daily, in fact, the entire Gospel:  sin, sacrifice, salvation, and escaped wrath?  Why can this truth keep your focus correct when life is falling apart?

7. What preparations can you make today to ready yourself in times where the glory of God becomes not just less to be concerned about, but actually opposed by our nation?  What do your daily disciplines need to look like to help grow your affection for God and the city of Zion and to help fan into flame a spiritual structure in your life that withstands even the fiercest opposition?

8. Are you in the practice right now of treating those who hurt you with love, mercy, and grace, as the Lord has treated you?    Do you return good for evil or return resentment for evil?  Does Christ shine through you as you travel through hardship?
