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See This Thing: “The Light of the World”
John 1:9-13
The Light that has come into the world has actually come to you individually.  It is not just a global light, but it is very personal.  With that Light, comes responsibilitly.  The Light should humble us, for we do not deserve the Light.  The Light should challenge us because we are not worthy of the Light, nor do we even act like the Light.  But the light has come into the world, our world, to rescue.  We could not even see the Light were it not for God giving us eyes to see.  The Light is truly about Him.  Just Him.

1. Do you ever mavel that the Light has come into the world and that you are one of those that God has decided to illuminate Himself to?  How do you express thanks to God who has literally chosen you to be a bearer of the Light (if you truly know Him)?

2.  Do you ever take credit for ‘seeing the Light’?  Do you ever believe that you are the one who understood, you are the one who responded, you are the one who believed on your own?   How should that be corrected in your life and put in proper perspective?

3. The Light of God shone in a dark and needy world.  How were you dark and needy before salvation?  How are you dark and needy today and still in need of Light?  Do you see yourself that way?  How can you daily practice the reality of your need and the reality of your dark heart that is in need of light?  Have you had your fill of Light, thinking you have arrived or have enough to make it? 
4. How does today’s sermon change your perspective in regards to unsaved family members, neighbors, the world?  Who is salvation centered aroond.  Are the needs of the unsaved just to have financial needs, a better job, better health, or something cosmically greater?  What is their greatest need?

5. How can you daily practice a life that is constantly needy for the Light of God?  How do you want to respond to His light in 2012 that you neglected to in 2011?
